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In the academic year 2000, 59
graduates, 44 males (74.58%) and 15 females
(26.42%), finished Doctor of Veterinary
Medicine (D.V.M.) from the Faculty of
Veterinary Medicine, Khonkaen University.
They were the 9th KKU. Vet. Med. graduates.
Most of them (84.76%) finished the degree
within 6 years and the rest (15.24%) took time
more than these.

The jobs of the 9th KKU. Vet. Med.
graduates could be divided into 5 groups.
They were veterinary practitioners in private
animal hospitals or clinics (59.32%), private
employees (25.42%), government employees
(6.78%), dairy co-operations (3.39%) and others
(6.09%). The veterinary practitioners got the
highest salary about 12,000 - 21,000 baht. The
private employees got 10,000 - 29,000 baht
per month and the government employees
got about 7,780 - 13,990 baht. Graduates
working with the dairy co-operations got
8,580 - 13,400 baht per month and others got
about 10,000 - 15,000 baht for their salaries.
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Some of the graduates (8.41%) had
problems of getting jobs that most of them
were males. The problems were disliked jobs,
low salary and having no information about
sources of employment. However, most of the
graduates (91.53%) had no problems about
getting their jobs. For the satisfaction of their
careers, 81.05% of the graduates satisfied with
their work. Only 18.97%, most of which were
in the group of veterinary practitioners
dissatisfied with their jobs.

Most of the graduates could apply
their veterinary knowledge for their jobs in
the high - highest level, especially those in
the group of veterinary practitioners, private
employees and government employees. More
over, 71.19% of the graduates obtained the
skill training from their employers, especially
all the private employees. For the private
practitioner group, 62.86% of them got some
more skill training whereas the rest (37.14%)
got no more training from their employers.
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
